A Reading from the Book of Exodus [12:1-4,(5-10), 11 -14]

The LORD said to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt: This month shall mark
for you the beginning of months; it shall be the first month of the year for you.
Tell the whole congregation of Israel that on the tenth of this month they are to
take a lamb for each family, a lamb for each household. If a household is too
small for a whole lamb, it shall join its closest neighbor in obtaining one; the
lamb shall be divided in proportion to the number of people who eat of it. Your
lamb shall be without blemish, a year-old male; you may take it from the sheep
or from the goats. You shall keep it until the fourteenth day of this month; then
the whole assembled congregation of Israel shall slaughter it at twilight. They
shall take some of the blood and put it on the two doorposts and the lintel of
the houses in which they eat it. They shall eat the lamb that same night; they
shall eat it roasted over the fire with unleavened bread and bitter herbs. Do not
eat any of it raw or boiled in water, but roasted over the fire, with its head, legs,
and inner organs. You shall let none of it remain until the morning; anything
that remains until the morning you shall burn. This is how you shall eat it: your
loins girded, your sandals on your feet, and your staff in your hand; and you
shall eat it hurriedly. It is the passover of the LORD. For | will pass through the
land of Egypt that night, and | will strike down every firstborn in the land of
Egypt, both human beings and animals; on all the gods of Egypt | will execute
judgments: | am the LORD. The blood shall be a sign for you on the houses where



you live: when | see the blood, | will pass over you, and no plague shall destroy
you when | strike the land of Egypt.

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THE STRIPPING OF THE ALTAR

After the procession returns from the Chapel, Psalm 22 will be chanted/recited and the
altars are stripped of all vestments, hangings, and decorations and the lights are slowly
extinguished as the church turns to remember Christ’s Passion.

Luke 22: 39 -53

He came out and went, as was his custom, to the Mount of Olives; and the
disciples followed him. When he reached the place, he said to them, “Pray that
you may not come into the time of trial.” Then he withdrew from them about a
stone’s throw, knelt down, and prayed, “Father, if you are willing, remove this
cup from me; yet, not my will but yours be done.” Then an angel from heaven
appeared to him and gave him strength.In his anguish he prayed more
earnestly, and his sweat became like great drops of blood falling down on the
ground. When he got up from prayer, he came to the disciples and found them
sleeping because of grief, and he said to them, “Why are you sleeping? Get up
and pray that you may not come into the time of trial.” While he was still
speaking, suddenly a crowd came, and the one called Judas, one of the twelve,
was leading them. He approached Jesus to kiss him; but Jesus said to him,
“Judas, is it with a kiss that you are betraying the Son of Man?” When those
who were around him saw what was coming, they asked, “Lord, should we
strike with the sword?” Then one of them struck the slave of the high priest and
cut off his right ear. But Jesus said, “No more of this!” And he touched his ear
and healed him. Then Jesus said to the chief priests, the officers of the temple
police, and the elders who had come for him, “Have you come out with swords
and clubs as if | were a bandit? When | was with you day after day in the temple,
you did not lay hands on me. But this is your hour, and the power of darkness!”
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All are invited to keep vigil in the Chapel in prayer until 10:00 pm. When you are
ready to leave, please depart in silence. Vigil is kept in remembrance of our
Savior’s words: “Could you not watch with me one hour?”
